* Intro: Hope for the Jews lay in Esther’s
hands.



* Mordecai encouraged her to under take a
hazardous task to save and serve her
people. Would she keep silent? Would
she use this window of opportunity?




A. In considering this lesson, let’s notice:

1. We may fail in our duty by simply
keeping silent. We can sin by being
silent just as we can sin with our speech.

Matt. 12:36-37

2. Some are silent because of danger,
cowardice or afraid they may alienate their
fiends or be ridiculed in some way. This
may be the reason many use -
‘Expedience”or the ‘1 shouldn’t get
involved” excuse, denying self is the first
condition of discipleship Matt. 16:24.
Remember ‘E xpediency is man’s wisdom,
doing rightis God’s.”




3. God’s work will be done, whether we
getinvolved or not: Est. 48:14 gives great
encouragement.
